 When you have completed more than half of the English courses required for your major, meet
with your major advisor to complete the form for the Major/Endorsement Evaluation for
Graduation/Certification and to discuss your application to Woodring.

 Apply to Woodring
For admission to the undergraduate, post-bac, and MIT programs in fall quarter, the current application deadline is in February; for winter quarter, the deadline is early September.
